October 16, 2020, is the 40th celebration of World Food
Day in the U.S. Since its first celebration, World Food Day
reminds us to commemorate and enhance the work to
alleviate hunger and food insecurity that is happening
year-round. Let’s take a look back at some early World
Food Day conversations!

* Because of a contact made through World Food Day, a National Committee member
organization and a state university are jointly planning a conference on rural
women and the economics of hunger.

A drawing by an African child was used in our U.S. mailing last year, while a
"Zigay" ad prepared for the U.S. will be used worldwide by FAO in 1
poster drawing by a U.S. artist was adopted by the Canadian WFD committee.

A farm state WFD coalition organized a statewide in-gathering of wheat culmin-
ating on the steps of the capitol where the governor spoke. The wheat was then
donated to an international relief organization.

* Because of World Food Day's appeal to conscience and compassion, religious
denominations have played a major supportive role -- placing the October 16 date
hefr 1turgical calendars, using. the Day as a focus. for year-around hunger
activities and preparing special materials for worship and study.
* In the middle (local activity) hour of our satellite university teleconference,
many schools chose speakers from developing countries, often found among visiting
faculty or foreign students, to get firsthand knowledge of world hunger problems.
* Participation in the teleconference led a state university to consider international
food/hunger issues in long-range campus/curricular planning.
* Pioneering efforts have been made by a few cities and states to prepare food policy
stataments and guidel ines. These are kept on #1le {n éhecnationa WD of fice and
circulated on request. Recently, for example, a resolution adopted in one state
was provided to the Governor's staff of another.

In an eastern state capital, the fact that the WFD cuahtinn vas already {n place
provided the structure for an Ethiopian famine relief campai

A city coalition prepared a directory of "food resources" available, which was then
used as a model for another coalition in a different state to publish a directory
of resources for emergency assistance for the hungry and homeless.

Teacher demand for new school materials on world hunger led the national WFD office
to ask help from FAO which then published a "Staple Foods of the World" teaching
packet in four languages for worldwide distribution.

tongue./ The master chefs have been busy/ Mixing, boiling
and baking/ All the words in the recipes/ To prepare a
perfect, universal meal./ Finally, the beautiful serving
dishes./ Overflowing with rhetoric./ Are passed from hand
to hand./ It is a very simple meal--/ These unleavened
